County Terminates Agreement with Lennar

On March 27, 2007, the Pasco County Board of County Commissioners voted to termi-
nate the agreement between Lennar and the County regarding Grand Oaks Blvd. and
ordered the removal of all structures and apparatus placed by Lennar in the right-of-way.
Below is an excerpt from the letter that the County sent Lennar following that decision.

“Please allow this letter to serve as a formal Notice of Termination of the “Amended Mainte-
nance and License Agreement for Guardhouse and/or Gate Within Grand Oaks Boulevard.”
The agreement is terminated in its entirety, requiring removal of all structures and apparatus

placed by Lennar in the Right-of-Way, including but not limited to:

the guardhouse and adjacent concrete parking pad
curbing placed by Lennar or its subcontractors

the turnaround and its asphalt and base material
all parking spaces and parking areas installed in the Grand Oaks Boulevard right-of-way
the arm pads and keypad (to a depth below ground level) and associated debris, and

all electrical and plumbing configurations along with the backflow

The agreement and other documents associated with the permit by which the county allowed
ILennar to use the county’s right-of-way also contemplate that Lennar will restore the prop-
erty to its original, pre-construction condition, including but not limited to:

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back filling the turn-around area with topsoil and installing appropriate sod/landscaping
replacement of curbing placed by Lennar or its subcontractors with curbing according to
FDOT standards

r?plac_ement of the sidewalk on the west side of Grand Oaks Boulevard to its original
elevation

returning the right-of-way elevation to equal existing sign/landscape beds, and

replacing crepe myrtle trees and other landscaping removed for construction with equally
mature plants”

The Board of County Commissioners determined that Lennar should be given 30 days to
obtain the permit, and 60 days after issuance of the permit to complete the removal and
restoration.
