Member Use ð Members in good standing may have unlimited use of the Club during operational hours.  All 
children under the age of 16 must be under the direct supervision of an adult while using the Club amenities.  
Children under the age of 14 are not permitted on the fitness equipment.  Members of the Club shall conduct 
themselves in an orderly fashion as ladies and gentlemen.  Parents are responsible for the conduct and supervi-
sion of their children at all times. 

Proper Attire ð Proper attire is to be worn at all times in accordance with acceptable practice for the particular 
are of the Club.  Shoes and shirts must be worn in the Club at all times. 

Guests ð Homeowners are permitted to bring up to 4 guests per visit when using the facilities.
